Objective:
Students will learn the names of the parts of horses featured in the lesson.
Procedure:
Teacher will present and guide students through knowledge provided by the Power Point on American Quarter Horses Inside and Out.  Teacher passes out worksheet and facilitates while students complete the assignment.

Social Studies
Objective:
Student learn about brands and become familiar with different brands from American Quarter Horse Ranches.
Procedure:
Teacher will present and guide students through knowledge provided by the Power Point on Brands with a Background.  Teacher passes out worksheet and facilitates while students create their own brands on paper.  The students then form the brands out of pipe cleaners.  Teacher works one on one to “brand” paper with paint and student created brands.

3) Pipe cleaners (1 to 2 per student)

4) Black tempera Paint

5) Construction paper

Preparation:
 1) Review Power Point to become familiar with animations.
Evaluation: 
Student should complete worksheet and activity.
Standard: 
Students should be able to:

1) Identify basic economic motivations and reason for Spanish mission establishment in Texas.

2) Identify issues from the 18th century.

Fine Art
Objective:
Students learn about brands and become familiar with different brands from American Quarter Horse Ranches.  Students also see the artistic significance in the brand and use creative skills to make their own.

Procedure:
If Power Point on brands was not used earlier, teacher will present and guide students through knowledge provided by the Power Point on Brands with a Background.  Teacher passes out paper and pencils so students can create brand ideas on paper.  After student has decided on design, he or she creates design out of pipe cleaners.  Students should run a test brand on paper with black tempera paint.  Once the test is successful, students will brand their piece of muslin.  After the muslin dries, teacher will either sew pieces together or hot glue then into a class quilt.  To make it look really official, teacher can use printed fabric to create a border around the whole thing.

Materials:  
1) Power Point

2) Paper

3) Pipe cleaners (1 to 2 per student)

4) Black tempera Paint

5) Muslin squares cut to preferred size

6) Pencils

Preparation:
 1) Review Power Point to become familiar with animations.



2) Cut muslin squares



3) Gather materials

Evaluation: 
Student should produce a clean brand with no extra paint on square.

Standard: 
Students should be able to:

1) Identify main theme of artwork

2) Create a main theme for artwork

3) Integrate individual contributions into a class project (cooperative learning)
